Background

On December 31, 2001, BPAT posted an update on “No Tag, No Flow” that indicated BPAT would comply with WSCC ISAS E-tagging business practices to implement a policy of “No Tag, No Flow” beginning April 1, 2002. Transmission Scheduling Changes

Beginning April 1, 2002, the following transmission scheduling procedures will be implemented:

Between April 1, 2002 and May 31, 2002, BPAT will take steps in cooperation with its customers to comply with WSCC ISAS E-tagging business practices and NERC Policy 3 timelines to implement a policy of “No Tag, No Flow”.  All interchange schedules and all intra-control area schedules must be tagged.  Customers should continue to submit transmission schedules as they do today: by phone, via CWI, or by fax.  Between April 1 and May 31, we will not deny any transmission schedules due to incorrect tags being received. 

However, during this period, we will work with our customers on tag authorship.  We will call the party submitting the tag and discuss any items that cause the tag to be incorrect or incomplete.  As an example, if the item is incorrect identification of a  path, we will approve the tag, but ask that the customers template be corrected.  If the error continues after initial contact, we will deny such subsequently submitted tags.  We will work with the customers to help them better understand what is needed on a tag, so that when BPAT’s electronic scheduling system is online there will be no tags denied due to authorship.

Between now and June 2002, BPAT will be adding tools to help both the customers and our employees view tags and schedules.  We will notify all of our customers via OASIS as these tools become available.  We will provide training as needed.

Effective June 1, 2002, BPAT will fully implement “No Tag, No Flow".

As always, in the event of computer system failures, BPAT will use the fax as the NERC accepted backup for E-tagging during emergencies.
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
