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Description of Function

The sink control area can override the pending state of a tag to approve/deny/cancel for an intermediate control area or a purchasing/selling entity in the event of COMM FAIL. The COMM FAIL state results in the intermediate control area or purchasing/selling entity being unable to receive or send tags. The affected entity can then request that all sink control areas involved in their schedules invoke the override function to manage tags on their behalf. This is BPAT’s interpretation of NERC policy Appendix 3A3 and will become effective with the implementation of E-Tag 1.7. When reading the following sections, the only difference between Preschedule and Real Time is item #3, determining which person will handle Preschedule or Real Time tags.

BPAT Business Process

Preschedule:

1. 
BPAT will manage its own portion of each tag according to BPAT policies. The override function will not cause BPAT to deviate from current scheduling practices or deadlines.

2. 
BPAT will coordinate with the affected entity according to NERC policy Appendix 3A3 E-Tag Failure Procedure. The tag will then be handled according to the same NERC policy.  Please refer to the NERC policy for the complete text http://www.nerc.com/~oc/pds.html.

3. 
BPAT will dedicate one person to communicate with and manage tags for the affected entity. This person should not handle Real Time tags.

4. 
BPAT will communicate by recorded phone with the affected entity for the desired action to exercise on each tag. The affected entity will accept responsibility for their portion of the tag and its final state.

5. 
Tag deadlines pertaining to the affected entity will be dictated by the affected entity and apply only to their own portion of the tag. BPAT will manage its own portion of each tag according to BPAT policies and will not be responsible for late tags or slow response time that is a result of the affected entity not communicating in a timely manner. All communications should be time stamped either by fax or phone message.

Real Time:

1. 
BPAT will manage its own portion of each tag according to BPAT policies. The override function will not cause BPAT to deviate from current scheduling practices or deadlines.

2. 
BPAT will coordinate with the affected entity according to NERC policy Appendix 3A3 E-Tag Failure Procedure. The tag will then be handled according to the same NERC policy.  Please refer to the NERC policy for the complete text http://www.nerc.com/~oc/pds.html.

3. 
BPAT will dedicate one person to communicate with and manage tags for the affected entity. This person should not handle Preschedule tags.

4. 
BPAT will communicate by recorded phone with the affected entity for the desired action to exercise on each tag. The affected entity will accept responsibility for their portion of the tag and its final state.

5. 
Tag deadlines pertaining to the affected entity will be dictated by the affected entity and apply only to their own portion of the tag. BPAT will manage its own portion of each tag according to BPAT policies and will not be responsible for late tags or slow response time that is a result of the affected entity not communicating in a timely manner. All communications should be time stamped either by fax or phone message.
