Background

On May 31, 2002, BPAT posted three documents that provide additional detail regarding BPAT's migration to a new scheduling system, the Electronic Transaction Management System (ETMS).  The first posting, Scheduling System Transition, is a general description of the steps BPAT is and will be taking to convert from its legacy scheduling system to the new scheduling system.  These steps require both systems and business practice changes.  The two additional postings, Hourly Products and Path Demand, provide detail regarding implementation of new business practices that enhance migration to the new scheduling system.

The benefits of BPAT migrating to a new scheduling system include automation of scheduling processes.  Today, many manual processes are in place in order for BPAT to comply with BPAT's Open Access Transmission Tariff, BPAT's posted Business Practices and existing FERC, NERC, and WECC requirements.  Further, this migration will enable BPAT and its customers to move from the current two processes (submission of transmission schedule and submission of E-Tag) to one process (submission of E-Tag alone).  BPAT's new scheduling system is E-Tag driven, making the E-Tag the source of Schedule Request information.

Migration to the new system will also provide additional tools for BPAT schedulers, its customers, and adjacent control area schedulers in the full deployment of No Tag, No Flow.
