I.
Purpose


On May 31, 2002 BPAT posted a notice on the automation of Hourly Products that was to be implemented on July 8, 2002 Preschedule.  That notice may be found at http://www.transmission.bpa.gov/oasis/bpat/Notices/forum/Attachments/06-05-02_Hourly_Products.doc.   This posting clarifies changes to the May 31, 2002 Hourly Products posting including test procedures to be implemented on July 15, 2002.

On July 1, 2002 BPAT posted the Scheduling System Implementation document which can be found at http://www.transmission.bpa.gov/oasis/bpat/Notices/forum/Attachments/07-01-02_Scheduling_Systems_Implementation.doc.

That posting revised the implementation schedule for all No Tag/No Flow products including Hourly Products.

II. Overview

On July 15, 2002, BPAT will begin testing all Hourly Products.  All (TC) transmission customers and (PSE) purchasing selling entities will be required to submit E-Tags according to the specifications outlined in this posting.  These E-Tags are intended to simulate the complete scheduling and tagging process in the test environment.  This will help determine if the customers’ E-Tags are sufficient to meet tagging requirements.   During this testing period all production tags will continue to be processed manually and customers will still be required to submit their schedules separately as they do today.  
BPAT will require that all Point-to-Point Hourly Firm and Hourly Non-Firm schedules, including NT (Network Integration) & IR (Integration of Resources), have associated OASIS (Open Access Same-Time Information System) reservations that support these transactions.  BPAT’s transmission customers may purchase Hourly Firm or Hourly Non-Firm service during specified windows in the Preschedule and Real/Time Days.  OASIS Reservation Requests for these services will be submitted to BPAT’s OASIS, indirectly, using tags, and will be automatically processed as they arrive. 

Valid OASIS Reservation Requests for Hourly Firm or Hourly Non-Firm service, for which there is sufficient ATC (Available Transmission Capacity) on all impacted constrained paths, will be accepted; all other OASIS Reservation Requests for these services will be rejected. Information about these requests will be communicated back to the transmission customers via the BPAT’s OASIS.


A. Transmission Customer Actions

Transmission customers will take the following actions to interact with BPAT’s Hourly Firm and Hourly Non-Firm market process:

· Transmission customers can submit tags that request either Hourly Firm or Hourly Non-Firm service.  These tags will automatically create the OASIS Reservation on the customer’s behalf and generate an associated schedule in BPAT’s transmission scheduling system.

· Assure that RODS (Real-Time Operations Dispatch and Scheduling System) account keys are built for the transactions being pursued (see B. below).

· 
· Emergency backup procedures will permit submission of requests via telephone or fax for either the Hourly Firm or Hourly Non‑Firm service to BPAT’s Preschedule or Real-Time schedulers.

· Transmission customers may review the OASIS reservations that were made on their behalf on BPAT’s OASIS.

BPAT’s Hourly Product process will allow tags that include multiple transmission segments including those with different transmission services on each segment.  
B. 
BPAT Actions

BPAT will perform the following tasks in the HOURLYMARKET process:

· The tagging system will automatically evaluate each request for Hourly Firm and Hourly Non-Firm service as it arrives, either awarding it or rejecting it.  There is no partial service in the Hourly Product process.

· The tagging system will track ATC on constrained paths for use in evaluating requests for Hourly Firm and Hourly Non‑Firm service.

· BPAT will award transmission requests pursuant to Section 13 and 14 of BPAT’s current tariff.

· BPAT’s schedule automation will check for associated account keys (RODS account).   If none exist, the request will be denied when we go to full production.

BPAT recognizes that customers’ success using the automated hourly products process hinges partly upon having valid accounts available on it’s legacy scheduling system (RODS).  The automated process will fail, and the BPAT scheduler will deny the Hourly Product E-Tag, if an appropriate RODS account is not available, when we are in full production.  BPAT is recommending at least one week prior to the intended use, customers should access availability of RODS accounts necessary to support their planned transactions.  If accounts are not available, a prompt request should be made to have them built.  This assessment can be done via CWI (Customer Web Interface), ASCI (Automated Schedule Conversion Interface)/CWI or by contacting the BPAT Account Builders for a current list of accounts.  RODS accounts must be requested during normal business hours, Monday through Friday, 0800 to 16:30 Pacific prevailing time.  
III.
Process
A.
Preschedule Day Hourly Firm Requests

Requests for Hourly Firm service will be processed on the day before delivery as follows:

· Requests will be accepted between 10:00 Pacific prevailing time and 14:00 Pacific prevailing time for Hourly Firm service going NW to NW.  

· Customers will be required to submit requests for Hourly Firm service going to the SW once BPAT posts notification of its California Accommodation Window and concluding at the end of the First Hour of the California Accommodation Window.  All Hourly Firm requests involving the SW will be submitted following the above SW timelines without respect for the NW timelines.

B.
Preschedule Day Hourly Non-Firm Requests

Requests for Hourly Non-Firm service will be processed during normal preschedule windows as follows.

· Requests will be accepted between 10:00 and 14:00 Pacific prevailing time for Hourly Non‑Firm service going NW to NW.

· From the end of the First Hour of the California Accommodation Window until the end of the second hour, customers will be required to submit requests for Hourly Non-Firm service.  All Hourly Non-Firm requests involving the SW will be submitted following the above SW timelines, without respect for the NW timelines.

C.
Real-Time Day Hourly Firm Requests

Requests for Hourly Firm service will be processed on the Real-Time Day as follows.

· At 22:00 Pacific prevailing time of the day before flow, customers may begin to submit requests for Hourly Firm service.

· Customers may submit requests for Hourly Firm service until 30 minutes prior to the start of flow 

 

D.    
Real-Time Day Hourly Non-Firm Requests

Requests for Hourly Non-Firm service will be processed on the Real‑Time Day as follows.

· At 22:00 Pacific prevailing time of the previous day, customers may begin to submit requests for Hourly Non-Firm service.

· Customers may submit requests for Hourly Non-Firm service until 30 minutes prior to the start of flow.

E. Validation of E-Tag Requests for HOURLYMARKET Service

The HOURLYMARKET designation applies only to F-Hourly PTP and NF-Hourly PTP services.
1. The tag must specify the following information in the transmission segment requesting HOURLYMARKET service:

· The Transmission Provider (TP) column must contain BPAT’s NERC-registered TP code, ‘BPAT’.

· The Transmission Customer (TC) must be the NERC-registered Scheduling Desk code of a BPAT customer who has an active service agreement.

· The ‘Product Code’ column must contain ‘7-F’ if Hourly Firm service is being requested, or ‘2-NH’ if Hourly Non-Firm PTP service is being requested.

· The ‘OASIS’ column must contain the keyword ‘HOURLYMARKET’.

· The service agreement short number (five-digit number) must be supplied in the ’Miscellaneous Information’ column.

2. The tag’s energy and allocation profile associated with the HOURLYMARKET transmission segment must comply with the following: 

· The start and stop time values are valid for the requested product, based on the time the request was received.

· For Hourly Firm and Non-Firm products requested on the Preschedule Day, the request must be within the Prescheduled Day. For purposes of selling Hourly Firm products, the Preschedule Day is always determined using five-day scheduling rules. 
· For hourly products requested for the Real-Time Day, the request must be within the Real‑Time Day. After 22:00 of the current day requests can be made for the next day.

 

3. The scheduling system will check whether sufficient ATC remains on the path to support the portion of this schedule that is to be transmitted using HOURLYMARKET service.

If there is not sufficient ATC, the schedule request’s state

will be changed to DEAD, with an explanation of the failure,

and a message will be sent to deny the E-Tag.  A reservation

request will be created in REFUSED status.

If there is sufficient ATC, the scheduling system will create

a Confirmed reservation on BPAT’s OASIS node 

including the associated E-Tag name in the Seller

Comments field.


F. E-Tag Authorship Requirements for other Hourly Products

The tables below show how to author the appropriate E-Tag fields for all other types of Hourly Product requests.
1. Network Non-Firm
BPAT has provided a mechanism that will purchase Network Non-firm by E-Tag.  To purchase Network Non-firm using an E-Tag, BPAT requires its customers to put their network service agreement short number and the Non-Firm product code 6-NN on the E-Tag. Network Non-Firm is the highest priority Non-Firm service offered and will be awarded subject to sufficient ATC on the requested path.  Only network PORs (point of receipts) are permitted and the POD (point of delivery) must be a point of delivery specified in the customer's network agreement.

The requirements for purchasing Network Non-firm are listed below:

2. Using an E-Tag to purchase contract rights for GF Hourly Non-Firm products
BPAT has provided a mechanism in its E-Tagging process that allows a customer to purchase Grandfathered (GF) Hourly Non-Firm products over BPAT's OASIS on our customer's behalf.  To purchase GF Hourly Non-Firm products using an E-Tag, BPAT requires its customers to put their service agreement short number in the OASIS field and specify the GF Hourly Non-Firm product in the Misc. Info. field of the physical leg of the E-Tag.

The tagging requirements for purchasing contract rights for GF Hourly Nonfirm products are listed below:

3. Using an E-Tag to purchase contract rights for Hourly Non-Firm Immediate Spill products.
The same rules apply to the following product.  This product is the lowest priority of all Non-Firm services offered by BPAT.

G.     
Withdrawing an Hourly Firm Request

If an Hourly Firm E-Tag request is submitted by a PSE, on behalf of a TC, the OASIS reservation can only be annulled by the TC by disapproving the E-Tag.

Hourly Firm OASIS reservations become ‘Take or Pay’ once confirmed by BPAT unless annulled as described above.

Hourly Non-Firm requests may always be withdrawn by the TC.
