PROCEDURE FOR SCHEDULING WEB INTERFACE (SWI)
EMERGENCY BACKUP PROCEDURES
Posted July 22, 2002

Background
On a July 15, 2002 conference call with customers regarding BPAT’s Bumping Market, customers requested that BPAT adopt an emergency backup procedure in the event BPAT’s SWI is disabled.  Customers use the SWI to modify transmission request parameters.  BPAT agreed to consider such a procedure.

Proposed Emergency Backup Procedure
If BPAT determines that the SWI emergency backup procedure must be used, BPAT will post on Open Access Same-Time Information System (OASIS) and send a mass email notice that will state: 
· SWI is unavailable and is unlikely to be in service prior to the running of the Bumping Market;
· BPAT’s emergency backup procedure for SWI is to be used; and
· the telephone number(s) for faxing information necessary to submit and/or modify transmission request bumping market parameters.

Customers may submit changes by fax to previously submitted requests to modify its bumping market parameters if BPAT has determined that the SWI is disabled.  The fax must include the following information:
· the reservation number of the request;
· marketing parameters the customer is willing to accept prior to BPAT entering the changes into the SWI on the customer’s behalf;
· the customer’s voice or fax telephone number contact for follow-up notification that the modification has been made by BPAT.
A customer may change, one time only, a maximum of five (5) of their requests under the emergency backup procedure for each path, and the date whose unconditional window will open the next preschedule day.  This will allow the bumping market to run at a reasonable time with minimal, if any, delay.

The BPAT Reservation Desk will accept faxed information in priority order by the timestamp on the faxed document.

Initial transmission requests must be submitted over OASIS.  The OASIS backup procedure is found at http://www.transmission.bpa.gov/oasis/bpat/BusPractices/forum/Attachments/10-23-01_Revised_Reservation_&_Scheduling_Procedures.doc.  If both OASIS and SWI are unavailable, a separate fax is required for the initial request via OASIS and a change to market parameters.

If a customer uses the SWI emergency backup procedure to modify market parameters of an existing transmission request, the queue location of that customer request is not affected.
All information submitted under the SWI emergency backup procedure must conform to all timelines and deadlines for such information.
Customers will be notified either by telephone, fax, or email that their reservation has been entered and/or modified per their request.
BPAT cannot be responsible for the customer’s Internet provider or Internet traffic.  Implementation of this procedure will be at BPAT’s discretion.
