BPAT is acceptance testing Hourly Products automation functions delivered on its new scheduling system. At the same time, BPAT is developing two test platforms capable of supporting customer tests.

One test platform will be capable of copying Hourly Product E-Tags submitted to BPAT’s Production Scheduling system. Hourly Product automation is turned off in Production and turned on in this test environment. Schedule requests in the form of E-Tags copied from Production will be processed by Hourly Products automation in the ETMS Development system, and request states will change as automated verification and approval steps occur. Schedules will be sent to a RODS test system (RODS DC) to verify data transfer to our legacy scheduling system. A test OASIS interface (OASIS Dev1) and test Scheduling Web Interface interface (CWI/SWI Test) will be available for customers to monitor their schedule requests.
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Another test platform will be capable of testing Hourly Product E-Tags submitted from a customer’s test system directly to BPAT’s end-to-end test system. Schedule requests will be processed by Hourly Products automation in the ETMS Training system, and request states will change as automated verification and approval steps occur. Schedules will be sent to a RODS test system (RODS DD) to verify data transfer to our legacy scheduling system. Status messages will be sent back to the customer’s system to indicate results of the automated processing. A test OASIS interface (OASIS Dev) will be available for customers to monitor their schedule requests.
