“NO TAG, NO FLOW” IMPLEMENTATION UPDATE

Posted December 31, 2001

This posting is an update to previous postings regarding implementation of WSCC no tag, no flow postings.  These previous postings can be found at http://www.transmission.bpa.gov/oasis/bpat/ under Business Practices, Scheduling, Procedures.

Background

Consistent with BPAT’s Transition Plan, posted on July 27, 2001, this change will not occur until April 1, 2002.  BPAT indicated in its Transition Plan that changes related to implementing BPAT’s Open Access Transmission Tariff would be made with 90 days notice to Transmission Customers. Transmission Scheduling Changes

Beginning April 1, 2002, the following transmission scheduling procedures will be effective:

BPAT will comply with WSCC ISAS E-tagging business practices to implement a policy of No Tag-No Flow.  All interchange schedules and all intra-control area schedules must be submitted through E-tags.  Exempt from E-tagging requirements, however, are transactions under Network Integration Transmission Agreements for full requirements power purchases from the Bonneville Power Administration Power Business Line as transmission schedules for these deliveries are established through “memo” transactions with BPAT.  Schedules with matching E-tags in an approved state will be accepted as transmission schedules.  

In the event of computer system failures, BPAT will use the NERC-accepted backup for E-tagging during emergencies.  That backup is submission of transmission schedules via FAX document.  In addition, BPAT will also accept transmission schedules submitted through its Customer Web Interface. 

These changes fulfill NERC’s Policy 3 requirements for tagging of all schedules and WSCC’s E-tagging requirement for tagging of all interchange schedules.

Customer Comments

If modifications to BPAT’s Reservation and Scheduling Procedures Business Practice are required as a result of the above transmission scheduling changes, such modifications will be made prior to April 1, 2002, and posted for Transmission Customer review and comment.
