E-TAG HOURLY PRODUCT REQUESTS

TO ADHERE TO BPAT TIMELINES

March 6, 2003

Starting on March 18, 2003, BPAT will deny all E-tags for hourly products that do not adhere to the established BPAT scheduling timelines, Pacific Prevailing Time.  Until then, BPAT will accept all E-tags that come in outside the scheduling window for hourly products, but will note in its acceptance that the E-tag does not conform to the timelines.  

Background:  BPAT is in the process of adopting a system in which the E-tag serves as the schedule request.  In order to facilitate this process BPAT must require transmission customers to adhere to the posted scheduling timelines when submitting their E-tags.  These timelines are in BPAT’s Open Access Transmission Tariff, Section 13.8 and 18.3, and also in our Reservations and Scheduling Procedures posted October 1, 2001.  In BPAT’s posting of October 3, 2002, BPAT Scheduling and E-Tag Timelines, BPAT indicated that once our system was automated we would use the E-tag as the schedule.  

BPAT’s Preschedule Timelines:  Under BPAT’s posted Reservation and Scheduling Procedures, requests for Northwest to Northwest hourly transmission service must be submitted after 10:00 a.m. on the day before service is to commence and no later than 2:00 p.m.  Requests for services received later than 2:00 p.m. on such day will be accommodated if practicable.  As of March 18, 2003, BPAT will require E-tags to adhere to these scheduling timelines.

Under the October 1, 2001, posting, requests for Southern Intertie hourly transmission service are submitted on a variable timeline based upon the time BPAT acknowledges through a posting the closure of the Preschedule California market activity.  Schedules for hourly firm service must be submitted during the first hour after such closure.  Schedules for nonfirm service must be submitted during the second hour after such closure.  As of March 18, 2003, E-tags must adhere to these scheduling timelines.

BPAT’s Real-Time Timelines:  Schedules for hourly products for next day must be submitted to Real-Time after 10:00 p.m.  Schedules for hourly products for next hour, submitted later than 20 minutes of the hour, will be accommodated if practicable. As of March 18, 2003, E-tags for next day must adhere to these scheduling timelines.
