WECC/Host Disturbance Monitor Agreement

This Disturbance Monitor Agreement ("Agreement") is made and entered into this ___ day of ___________, 2002 by and between ___________________ ("Host"), an entity of the Western Electricity Coordinating Council (WECC) region, or its successor.  The Host and WECC are hereinafter individually referred to as "Party" and collectively as "Parties".

Recitals

WHEREAS the WECC Board of Trustees at its August 2001 meeting approved the Disturbance/Performance Monitoring Plan Siting Requirements document and funding for the 2002 budget to implement; upgrade and maintain monitor facilities;

WHEREAS the Parties desire this Agreement to detail the WECC and host utility (Host) system responsibilities;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the promises contained herein, the Parties agree as follows:

1. Disturbance Monitor Site

This disturbance monitor facility will be located at the following substation:

Lines to be monitored are provided by the Host as set out in Attachment A.  See Attachments B for WECC approved sites.  An alternate site location may be used providing comparable system observability.  Alternate sites must be approved by the Disturbance Monitoring Work Group (a WECC working group committee).  While the siting document deals primarily with local monitors, a network connected monitor is also acceptable.

2. Term of Agreement

This Agreement begins upon execution and extends for four years after the installation of the facility/upgrade for new or upgraded facilities (scheduled in-service date:____________) or four years after the execution of the agreement for maintenance of  existing facilities, but not later than 

December 31, 2005.  It may be terminated prior to that date by mutual agreement of both Parties.  However, the Parties will make a good faith effort to work through any problems prior to termination.
3. WECC Obligations

3.1 WECC  shall reimburse the Host for new sites for platform hardware and software costs up to $35,000 per site spread over four annual payments of $8,750 plus a lump sum payment of $4,829 for interest at 5% included in the final payment.1 

3.2 WECC shall reimburse the Host for upgraded sites for platform hardware and software costs up to $17,500 per site spread over four annual payments of $4,375 plus a lump sum payment of $2,415 for interest at 5% included in the final payment.1 

3.3 So long as the Host is in compliance with this Agreement, WECC  shall reimburse the Host for monitor maintenance costs of  $2,750 per year over a four-year period for New Updated or Existing monitoring sites.2 

3.4 WECC  shall make payments by check on a calendar year basis upon invoice by the Host with a statement that they are in compliance with the Host obligations set out below.

3.5 All payments made by WECC to Host shall be directed as follows:

The Host may enter into an agreement or other arrangement with a third party (a "Third Party") pursuant to which such Third Party agrees to discharge certain Host Obligations ("Host Obligations") set out in this Agreement.  In the event that a Third Party discharges certain Host Obligations WSCC shall nevertheless reimburse or pay the Host as if such Host Obligations were discharged by the Host.
4. Host Obligations

4.1
It shall purchase and install or cause to be purchased and installed a monitor system consistent with specifications provided in the following documents (which can be found at www.wecc.biz/committees/JGC/DMWG/documents/index.html ): 

a. WECC Plan for Dynamic Performance and Disturbance Monitoring, October 4, 2000 (“WECC Plan”);

b. Disturbance/Performance Monitoring Plan Siting Requirements, June 29, 2001;

c. WECC Disturbance/Performance Monitor Equipment Requirements.

4.2 It shall make best efforts to keep or cause to be kept the monitor facility operational at all times and keep or cause to be kept a log of unit down time and steps taken to restore service.

4.3 It shall comply with or cause to be complied with data retention provisions in Section 4.2 of WECC Plan.

4.4 It shall comply with or cause to be complied with data posting provisions in Section 4.3 of WECC Plan.

WECC has the right to withhold annual payments to the Host if is determined that the Host is not making best efforts to comply with these requirements.  In such cases the Host may receive payment by submitting to WECC its intention to fulfill these requirements together with a brief explanation of reasons for non-compliance.  It is not the intention to penalize Host systems but rather to ensure that steps are taken to achieve compliance.  

5. NERC Compliance Provisions

Host systems following the provisions of this Agreement will be in full compliance with NERC Standard I.F, measures M2, M3 and M4 of the NERC Planning Standards (September 16, 1997 Board of Trustees approved).  

The WECC/Host provisions may be amended by mutual agreement of WECC and the Host if there are substantive changes or additions to the NERC disturbance monitoring standard I.F.

6. Dispute Resolution

If the Parties are unable to resolve any dispute within sixty (60) days of the occurrence of the event or circumstances giving rise to the dispute, the dispute may be submitted to mediation upon the mutual agreement of the Parties.

7. Notices

Except as expressly provided otherwise herein, any formal notice, demand, or request provided for in the Agreement shall be in writing and shall be deemed properly made if personally delivered, delivered by courier, or sent by first-class mail, postage prepaid, or by facsimile to the facsimile number to the person specified above and shall be deemed received, if personally delivered, or delivered by courier, upon delivery, and if mailed, on the third day following deposit in the U.S. mail, and if sent by facsimile, upon transmission (electronic transmission to the e-mail address specified above may be substituted for delivery of a hard copy).

8. No Waiver

No term, covenant or condition of this Agreement or any breach thereof shall be deemed waived, unless such waiver shall be in writing and executed by the party claimed to have waived the same. The waiver of any breach by a Party, whether express or implied, shall not constitute a waiver of any subsequent breach.

9. Severability

If a court or regulatory agency having jurisdiction over a Party determines that a condition of this Agreement, or any part thereof, is void, illegal or unenforceable, said condition or part shall be deemed to have been severed from this Agreement, and the remaining conditions, or parts, shall be unaffected and shall be enforced to the fullest extent allowed by law.

10. Binding Effect

This Agreement and all provisions hereof shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the Parties, their successors, and permitted assigns.

11. Entire Agreement

This Agreement represents the entire agreement and understanding between the Parties with respect to the subject matter hereof and supercedes any prior understandings, representations or agreements, whether verbal or written, prior to execution of this Agreement.  

12. Modification of Agreement

This Agreement may be modified only by written agreement signed by both Parties.
